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In order for GEC students to gain a deeper understanding of Japanese language and culture, as well as the Kobe

region, we offer the following guidance:
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v GEC students will be allocated a supervising professor, after the official acceptance. You will meet regularly
with your professor, and submit monthly reports (in Japanese or English) as per instructions.
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v" We will help you devise a study plan to include the following courses in the minimum 10 hours of classes
(which is equivalent to 6 or 7 courses in Kobe University) that you are required to take per week.
