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Lesson topic

This class aims to improve comprehensive Japanese skills (4 skills) for upper elementary level students.

Lesson target

1.To be able to communicate giving detailed explanations and expressing feelings using sentence patterns,
vocabulary and basic expressions at upper elementary Llevel.

2.To be able to understand and use the basic structure of Japanese.

3.To be able to talk about topics related to everyday situations fluently.

Syllabus and plan

Students will complete the assigned textbook across the Upper Elementary Japanese I& Il courses, completing 1
lesson across the 2 scheduled classes per week. While students are permitted to attend courses individually, it is
highly recommended to attend both of the courses in succession for most effective academic results

The objective of each course is as follows. The primary focus of this class(Upper Elementary Japanese Il) will be
learning and practicing sentence patterns:

I. Learning and practicing spoken expressions, Il. Learning sentence patterns

Evaluation method

3. Assignment:Students are evaluated whether do homework(including preparation) for each lesson properly and submit
by the due date.

4, Final examination:Examination consists of the questions of grammar, vocabularies and other expressions. Students
are evaluated whether understand and use these contents
