This class aims to improve comprehensive Japanese skills (4 skills) for intermediate level students.

Lesson target

This class is a series of lessons taking place on Tuesday, Wednesday and Friday. Students will learn one unit of
the textbook “Minna no Nihongo Intermediate Level I” over three lessons.

Reading and Writing skills are engaged in
homework tasks, while contact time will be spent on explaining key points and feedback.
