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This class aims to improve comprehensive Japanese skills (4 skills) for upper intermediate level students.

Lesson topic

1. To be able to comprehend text comprising of intermediate level vocabulary and grammar.
2. To learn to summarize the content of such texts, and explain their opinions regarding the topics.

Lesson target

The classes will be conducted in-person mode.

Students will complete the assigned textbook across Upper Intermediate Japanese I～III courses, completing 1 lesson
across the 3 scheduled classes per week. While students are permitted to attend courses individually, it is highly
recommended to attend all three courses in succession for most effective academic results. The objective of each
class is as follows.
Ⅰ. Reading & Writing, Ⅱ.　Grammar, Ⅲ. Speaking & Listening
Reading & Writing will be the primary focus of this class(Upper Intermediate Japanese I):

(1) Class participation is evaluated based on the students' focus during class and the extent of their personal
contributions to the classroom activities.

(3) The final exam evaluates the degree to which students can apply the contents learned.
(4) The final report is evaluated based on how well students can express themselves in Japanese with using the
knowledge learned through this course.

*70% minimum attendance is required for evaluation; those who fail to meet this mandatory requirement will be
automatically graded "F"(fail).

This is an upper-intermediate-level Japanese course. Students who wish to register for this course should have
completed a Japanese course at the intermediate level or obtained the 'Upper Intermediate Level' score in the GEC-
JTest.
Please obtain the textbooks before the class begins.

1. It is strongly recommended to also take "Upper Intermediate JapaneseⅡB & ⅢB". If you cannot take these
courses, it is recommended that you catch up with the class through individual study.
2. Before taking this class, it is recommended to take "Upper Intermediate Japanese ⅠA～ ⅢA".
