Evaluation method

Evaluation baseline

appropriately or not.

(2) Assignment: The students are evaluated through dictations based on the content learned during the previous
class.

(3) Participation and performance in class will be assessed based on students’ concenration on class and active
contribution to the class activity.

*70% minimum attendance is required for evaluation; those who fail to meet this mandatory requirement will be
automatically graded "F”(fail).Students are expected to attend the class at least two times a week.
