2.To be able to discuss on abstract or highly cultural subjects.

Syllabus and plan

This course is provided in the face-to-face classes

Students will complete the assigned textbook across Upper Intermediate Japanese I~Illcourses, completing 1 lesson
across the 3 scheduled classes per week. While students are permitted to attend courses individually, it is highly
recommended to attend all three courses in succession for most effective academic results. The objective of each
class is as follows. The circled activity will be the primary focus of the class(Upper Intermediate Japaneselll):
I. Reading & Writing, II. Grammar, OIII. Speaking&Listening

Evaluation method

Students will be assessed on scores of the examination, assignment, their participation and performance in class:
(1) Final examination 50%

(2) Assignment 25%

(3) Participation and performance in class 25%

Evaluation baseline

(1)Final examination will be assessed based on whether students can use the items taught in this class
appropriately or not.

(2)Assignment will be assessed on their proper submission.( “Proper” in this case meaning that works are entirely
completed and not unfinished.)

(3)Participation and performance in class will be assessed based on students’ concentration on class and active
contribution to the class activity.

*70% minimum attendance is required for evaluation; those who fail to meet this mandatory requirement will be
automatically graded ”"F”(fail).Students are expected to attend the class at least two times a week.
